È stato confermato anche quest’anno lo “Spazio Giovani”, occasione di confronto importante 
tra i giovani gastroenterologi ed il Presidente FISMAD, con premiazione dei tre migliori contri-
buti scientifici presentati da under 35.

L’offerta formativa si completa con un’ampia scelta di Tavole Rotonde, che affrontano diversi 
aspetti e temi della gastroenterologia ed endoscopia digestiva, tra le quali una Tavola Rotonda 
Istituzionale su un tema oggi nevralgico per la nostra disciplina, come le Reti in Gastroentero-
logia. 

Nell’ottica di una proposta formativa teorico-pratica sempre più attenta alle esigenze soprat-
tutto dei giovani, e con ampio spazio all’interattività, sono stati altresì confermati i numerosi 
Breakfast con l’Esperto come pure altre Sessioni scientifiche che già appartenevano alla storia 
del FISMAD Nazionale. 

Alla luce delle sempre maggiori difficoltà legate al momento storico che il nostro Sistema 
Sanitario Nazionale sta vivendo, appare sempre più necessario agire in difesa della nostra di-
sciplina e dunque espandere ed affermare il ruolo primario della Gastroenterologia e dell’En-
doscopia Digestiva nell’ambito del SSN o regionale.
